Classy Buns        Wanda Harris   $30 
This little basket is approximately 7ò X 9ò X 3ò and 
is 9ò high at the top of the handle.  Students may 
select a double wire handle or leather handles.

6ò round striped cherry Nantucket with lid.  Woven on a class mold in a 
chase weave with natural and black cane.  Staves will be pre-inserted 
prior to the class.

This versatile small bowl can be a candy dish, dresser-top catch-all, 
or can hold your keys and change.  The bottom is stop-start weave, 
the sides are continuous weave with reversesð3/3 twill throughout.
